It is a fair
and legitimate strike as teachers have had a lower salary increase than other employees in the
municipalities and counties. In fact, teachers have lost out in salary increases compared to other
groups, both public and private, every single year. Working conditions of Norwegian teachers are
getting worse, and this will cause the profession to be less interesting in the working market in the
future. This is a common situation in third world countries like Brazil.

This devaluation is also seen with the increment of teachers hired without the right teaching
training, which is a result of a shortage of qualified teachers in the country. Almost 1/5 of the
workforce in the schools are not qualified as a teacher. It is very important that workers and Union
stop and undo this dangerous trend immediately unless Norwegian society would live with an
increasingly degraded profession, the one which forms the society of the future.

Considering all the above, Brazilian educators are together in solidarity and support to the
legitimate struggle of Norwegian teachers. We all want to uphold their strike, their professionals and
their Union!
